5. The following questions were received during the Questions and Answers period.
	Q1
	Can the submittal date be extended 2-3 weeks?

	A2
	See revised Process Schedule noted in item 2 and in the revised RFQ, dated 12/20/22.

	Q2
	Will the services require construction support or a contractor’s license? If not, will the requirement for bonding be waived/removed?

	A2
	The services require construction oversight and will not require a contractor’s license. Should the situation arise in which the consultant will be requiring the services of a subcontractor, such as drilling for a geotechnical assessment, then the requirement for bonding would apply to the subcontractor. 

	Q3
	Will the scope of work require a HAZ certification?

	A3
	At this time, a HAZ certification issued by the State of California is not required, as this contract will not be removing, hauling, or disposing of hazardous materials.

	Q4
	If the scope is solely professional services, can the liquidated damages section be removed?

	A4
	The liquidated damages section would only apply for the situation in which the consultant would be requiring the services of a subcontractor. The liquidated damages section would be applicable towards the work performed by the subcontractor.

	Q5
	Given potential project duration, for work orders with a scope of professional services only, can the payment withholding requirement be removed?

	A5
	The payment withholding clause in the Standard Agreement is a requirement of public contracts and cannot be waived. Once a Work Order is completed and all services and work products completed, the retention for an individual Work Order may be released. 

	Q6
	In CalRecycle’s view, is there a differentiation between subcontractors/subconsultants that provide professional services (e.g., environmental permitting, community outreach) and service vendors (e.g., drillers, laboratory) with respect to requirements for submitting experience and other qualifications?

	A6
	The experience of subconsultants (providing professional services) that the respondent may utilize for this contract can, and should be provided. The experience of service vendors need not be included.

	Q7
	What services are required as part of CalRecycle’s 24-hour emergency response? Does this include providing heavy equipment?

	A7
	Regarding 24-hour emergency response, professional services applicable to the nature of the solid waste and environmental remediation industry would only be required. Normally, the consultant would not be providing heavy equipment except in the situation where a subcontractor is being utilized by the consultant. 

	Q8
	Are subcontractors required to submit the following forms from Section VII (pg. 31)?

	A8
	No, only the Prime Contractor is required to submit the required forms in Section VII.  

	Q9
	For purposes of proposal drop offs, what are your holiday office hours? Will your office be open in-between 12/27-12/30?

	A9
	Our office will be closed on Monday, December 26, 2022 and Monday, January 2, 2023 in observance of State holidays. The CalEPA building will be open during normal business hours Monday through Friday from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM.

	Q10
	Performance Bond – on page 38 of the RFQ, it states that “All construction activities require a Performance Bond which unconditionally guarantees the Contractor’s and its Subcontractor’s performance in all respects of the terms and conditions and provisions of the Contract.” Could you please let us know if this provision applies to the consultant’s contract?

	A10
	The requirement for a performance bond would only apply to the situation in which the consultant is utilizing a subcontractor for construction-related activities.

	Q11
	Number of copies – on page 12 of the RFQ, CalRecycle requests one original non-bound hard copy marked “original,’ and one electronic copy on USB. However, on Attachment E, SOQ Completion Checklist, one bound copy of the SOQ package marked “Copy” is also listed. Do you require the one bound copy of the SOQ package marked “copy” or do we just submit the unbound “original” and the one electronic copy on USB (without the bound copy)?

	A11
	Attachment E contains an error and has been updated in the revised RFQ. To clarify, no bound copies are required. The following are required: 
One (1) original non-bound paper (hard) copy marked “original” and presented in the order listed in the completion checklist, and;
One (1) electronic (soft) copy on USB thumb drive of the exact same set of documents as in the original hard copy all in one (1) file viewable by Adobe Reader. The entire SOQ, including any forms and attachments, must be saved as a single electronic file and presented in the order listed in the completion checklist.

	Q12
	Given this contract is not an emergency response, will CalRecycle consider extending the State of Qualifications due date from January 3, 2022? Our staff are planning to be taking a well-deserved break during the holidays. Perhaps the due date could be pushed to January 10, 2023 which would still allow two weeks prior to the oral interview dates.

	A12
	See revised Process Schedule noted in item 2 and in the revised RFQ, dated 12/20/22.

	Q13
	Does CalRecycle have a backlog of potential projects that are planned for immediate investigation/remediation or will they potentially develop over time?

	A13
	The scoping of potential projects for the solid waste cleanup program is an ongoing exercise by program staff. At the time of this RFQ, there is one project in 2023 that CalRecycle will be moving forward with that would involve the consultant that is awarded this contract. 

	Q14
	Would CalRecycle consider fully-loaded hourly labor rates to avoid expense report receipts/per diem/travel approvals/etc. and the ensuing large invoice backup documentation? Could these rates be negotiated by the winning bidder?

	A14
	No. All travel will be reimbursed at the excluded employee travel rates in accordance with the California Code of Regulations Title 2, Division 1, Chapter 3, Subchapter 1, Article 2, Section 599.615.1 et seq. The Contractor will be held to the State per diem rates in effect at the time of travel. For specific per diem (lodging, meals and incidentals) reimbursement rates, see California Code of Regulations Title 2, Division 1, Chapter 3, Subchapter 1, Article 2, Section 599.619. Backup documentation will be required.

	Q15
	For the sake of sustainability, will CalRecycle consider all digital Statement of Qualifications? (i.e. no hardcopy submittal) Further, will CalRecycle consider an email submittal rather than a physical delivery of the electronic file?

	A15
	California State Law requires hard copy submissions in response to competitively bid contracts. Therefore, please submit your Statement of Qualifications (SOQ) package as directed.

	Q16
	[bookmark: _Hlk122424971]Regarding the Organizational Chart (RFQ page 13 of 69), can the winning bidder add other subcontractors as necessary to fulfill varying project tasks.

	A16
	An updated Organizational Chart will not be required, however if there is a change in key personnel the Contractor must obtain approval from the CalRecycle Contract Manager.

	Q17
	Regarding the Project Manager being on site when work is being performed, would CalRecycle consider allowing an assigned delegate from the Project Manager (such as a Field Supervisor or similar) to be always on site rather than the Project Manager? Typically, Project Managers manage the scope, schedule, budget, and team’s expectations. They generally do not need to be on site to perform these tasks and given the latest technology with Microsoft Teams, video conferencing, “Face Time,” and other means, there are numerous ways to share site activities with the Project Manager in real-time. Further – the RFQ indicates multiple sites may be operating simultaneously. Please clarify the expectations for the Project Manager’s role to be on site when work is being performed at the multiple sites.  

	A17
	CalRecycle considers the Program Manager to be more office-centric and typically responsible for management of project scope, schedule, budget, and team’s expectations. The Program Manager can assign a designee to be at a project site in the absence of the designated Project Manager (with approval by CalRecycle) if there are multiple projects occurring, or for larger projects where CalRecycle desires a full-time, consistent presence while CalRecycle staff rotate project coverage. The RFQ has been revised to reflect the difference between Program Manager and Project Manager. 

	Q18
	Will work performed outside of California be considered acceptable experience for the sake of similar work experience?

	A18
	Yes, work performed outside of California will be considered acceptable for the listing of similar work experience.
