Page 9 of the RFP, the section entitled “Methodology” now reads: 
The Proposal should include a Work Plan describing the methods to be employed to accomplish the contract activities described in Section VI Description of Work.  

The Work Plan shall detail all tasks and deliverables (including reports; surveys; presentations and/or dissemination of information to stakeholders; materials to be posted or revised on the existing web and newsletter or list serve functions, or communicated by other means).

A. The Work Plan shall include a timeline for all tasks and deliverables. CalRecycle will not pay Contractor’s Administration time for compilation of billing/invoicing or delivery of invoices.

B. The Work Plan shall include the data collection methodology, including methods to ensure data quality.

C. The Proposal shall propose a method for aggregating data at a regional level considering the regional aggregations from the following sources:

· Cost Study on Commercial Recycling, CalRecycle Publication Number DRRR-2011-0009, June 2010

Page 49 of the RFP, Exhibit B, Item 5 of the sample 213 Agreement entitled “COST BREAKDOWN,” the paragraph below was removed:

If funds for a specific task are not spent they may be applied toward other tasks that may benefit from additional funds.  Prior to using the funds for another task, the Contractor shall consult with the Contract Manager, revise the Work Plan accordingly, and receive written approval from the Contract Manager. No more than 5% of the amount proposed for a task may be reallocated in this manner.

	1. Yes, as long as your company is registered and in good standing with the California Secretary of State, can provide a US Federal Tax ID number, and can comply with all other contract requirements including those in the General Terms and Conditions and the Contractor Certification Clauses.  

2. Yes, the Contractor is expected to attend meetings with the Contract Manager in Sacramento.

3. Many tasks may be able to be performed from outside of the state, depending on the methodology proposed by the contractor.

	Page 20, Task 2, A: How does CalRecycle interpret the phrase “at the source of generation of the waste (e.g., restaurants, grocery stores, etc.)” Does CalRecycle intend for the contractor to survey restaurants and grocery stores? If these types of generators are “pre-processing” organics, how will they be identified? Will it be the contractor’s responsibility to identify on-site pre-processing among individual generator types?

	Yes, the Contractor should propose a methodology for determining how this data will be collected.

	Q3
	Page 20, Task 2, B: What does CalRecycle mean by “dry/wet percentage of feedstock”? Is CalRecycle looking for conversion factors of wet to dry? Or from volume to weight? What is the purpose of collecting this information? How is the dry/wet percentage of feedstock to be used in the study? Please clarify what CalRecycle is seeking in terms of dry/wet percentage of feedstock. How is dry/wet percentage of feedstock defined?

	This primarily applies to waste water treatment facilities that co-digest food waste. CalRecycle is looking for the total solids (TS) content of food waste slurries accepted for co-digestion at those facilities, and how much water is added to the slurries prior to digestion.

	Page 20, Task 2, B: Similar to the above, how is “Available excess capacity” defined? Is this the difference between “permitted capacity” and the current reported throughput of the facility? Does this need to be documented beyond the survey response of a given facility (i.e., backed up by LEA reports?)?

	A4
	Available excess capacity is defined as the additional quantity of material a facility could accept above what they currently accept. CalRecycle expects the Contractor to obtain this information directly from facilities.

	Q5
	Page 20, Task 2, B: Should the contractor assume that CalRecycle is primarily interested in data from “Waste Water Treatment Facilities that co-digest food waste”, and not wastewater facilities that accept and process Fats, Oils, and Grease (FOG),or other non-food, high strength liquids (that are not traditionally disposed of in landfills)? Like for instance brewery or winery waste water (that may also be accepted by composting facilities for moisture addition, but not necessarily reported as “diverted”)?

	A5
	CalRecycle is interested in data from Waste Water Treatment Facilities that co-digest food waste that that is traditionally disposed of in landfills. CalRecycle is not interested in facilities that only co-digest FOG or other non-food, high strength liquids that are not traditionally disposed of in landfills.

	Q6
	Page 20-21, Task 2, B: How will CalRecycle define ”Anaerobic Digestion - including stand-alone facilities”? Would this include manure digesters? Or other purpose-built (i.e., stand-alone) agricultural waste digesters? Or are “stand-alone facilities” limited to those processing food waste as defined in Title 14?

	A6
	Stand-alone anaerobic digestion facilities is defined as facilities that are intended to digest the organic fraction of municipal solid waste that is traditionally disposed of or used as alternative daily cover at landfills, e.g., green waste, food waste, etc. CalRecycle is not interested in obtaining data for manure or other agricultural waste digesters.

	Q7
	Page 21, Task 3: To what extent is the Contractor expected to document the “status of markets” for edible food? Does CalRecycle anticipate the Contractor surveying food banks and other food rescue organizations?

	A7
	The Contractor should propose a methodology for determining what the markets for edible food are and how this data will be collected.

	Q8
	As an alternative to an hourly billing allocation, would CalRecycle consider a “product

based” price proposal with clearly delineated project milestones to track work product

progress?

	A8
	No. Proposers are required to complete the Cost Proposal Sheet that is included in Attachment A of the RFP.

	Q9
	Would the contract administrator give preference to a certified Women Owned

Business?

	The State of California does not offer preference to Women-Owned Businesses.
