1. Attached is a list of all businesses who have expressed an interest in the contract to date (Attachment 1).
2. The following questions were submitted in response to the IFB and answers to each follow the question.
Q1.
We are a testing and consulting company not a removal company.

It looks like this is not within our services; however, will there be any soil testing requirements?
A1.
There will be a soil sampling and testing protocol developed for the project by the consultant selected in this IFB to confirm lots being cleaned to an acceptable level.  That protocol will include field sampling and testing.
Q2.
We have water trucks and dump trucks and would like to submit a bid for our equipment.  Do you have a formal way of doing this?


Currently we are on the fire in Redding and would like to help
A2.
This RFP will use water trucks for a very short period at the beginning of the work.  These services will be provided as part of a larger contract containing the entire scope of services described in the RFP.  There will be a separate solicitation for debris removal contracted services at the Carr Fire that includes water truck and trucking services.
Q3.
The RFP conflicts about what is expected to be submitted. Please clarify exactly what CalRecycle is requesting to be submitted 

On page 7, the text indicates: 

The Proposer is required to submit all required documents in the following format:

•
One original, non-bound hard copy marked “Original” (Do not include Cost Proposal Sheet in this set)

•
One original signed Cost Proposal Sheet in a separate sealed envelope marked “Proposal Cost-Do Not Open”

•
One electronic copy on compact disc or USB flash drive viewable by Adobe Acrobat Reader.  Entire proposal, including any attachments, must be saved as a single document. ” (Do not include Cost Proposal Sheet in the electronic copy)


On page 84, the submittal checklist indicates:


The following number of PROPOSAL packages must be submitted as the Contractor’s response to this RFP:


One (1) unbound reproducible original Proposal package marked “Original” AND One (1) original, signed bid sheet in a separate sealed envelope marked “Proposal Cost-Do Not Open”.


Three (3) bound copies of the Proposal package marked “Copy”.  Do not include the bid sheet in these copies.


One (1) Electronic copy of Proposal Package in Adobe Acrobat format with all documents in a single file, including the bid sheet and all other attachments.
A3.
The Proposal Checklist on page 84 contains an error.  CalRecycle is only requiring one set of each of the items listed on page 7.
Q4.
On page 22 of the RFP, letter L #2 it states that the vendor should “develop a standardized soil sampling plan for each property, dependent on size of the cleanup footprint and get approved by OC.” Is this a single plan generated in the beginning of the project to be utilized as an umbrella plan for all properties? Or is CalRecycle wanting a property-specific plan generated for each APN prior to confirmation sampling and needing approval, resulting in hundreds of individual sampling plans?
A4.
The soil sampling plan is developed by the consultant using their technical expertise.  On past projects, these plans have been either for geographic regions or the overall project, depending on field conditions, and are not anticipated to be developed for individual parcels. 
Q5.
On page 28 of the RFP, Item I.3.h states that the consultant will be completing the asbestos inspections as well as removing asbestos.  In the state of California the inspector overseeing the removal of asbestos cannot be the same firm completing the removal of asbestos. Therefore, please confirm that the selected vendor will just be responsible for completing the inspections and not responsible for the asbestos abatement work.
A5.
The contractor selected in this RFP process will be tasked with asbestos assessments and not asbestos abatement.  Asbestos abatement will be performed by the fire debris removal contractor, hired under a separate solicitation.
Q6.
Given the specialized nature of work performed by Certified Asbestos Consultants (CAC) and Certified Site Surveillance Technicians (CCST), we would like to request that CalRecycle add a separate line item for this position on the Cost Proposal Sheet and that it not be considered a responsibility of the Environmental Unit Leader
A6.
As the work described under Items 7 and 8 under the Environmental Unit Leader will be performed on as “as–necessary” basis, this work need not be included in the rate for the Environmental Unit Leader.  If this work is required, the Contractor can work with the Contract Manager to establish an appropriate rate for the qualitied person performing this work in advance of work taking place per the contract provisions.
Q7.
