This Contract is for a three-part study to research and identify organic materials, compostable and potentially compostable packaging materials, and food service ware associated with food waste in California’s organic recycling stream that are not being recycled. The objective of this Contract is to gather useful and accurate composition data from sampling facilities throughout the state.

There are conditions that this RFP, submitting Proposers, Proposals and resulting Agreements are subject to and/or required to comply with.

Upon submittal of a Proposal, the Contractor has committed to comply with the following requirements:

The above terms, conditions, and requirements are not subject to negotiation.  Any Proposal that reserves a right to negotiate or expresses any exception to the above terms, conditions, and requirements will be disqualified.  However, requests to revise any of the above terms, conditions, and requirements may be submitted during the formal question and answer period.  Any such requests shall include the current language, the proposed revised language, and the justification for the proposed revision. Any revisions are at the sole discretion of CalRecycle and will only be made under very limited circumstances in which the revisions apply to all Proposers and benefit or enhance the Contract.

If the Proposer fails to meet any of the requirements or comply with CalRecycle requests, CalRecycle can reject, disqualify, or remove the firm from the process. CalRecycle is not committed to award an Agreement resulting from this RFP.

In submitting a Proposal Package to a public purchasing body, the Proposer offers and agrees that if the Proposal Package is accepted, it will assign to the purchasing body all rights, title, and interest in and to all causes of action it may have under Section 4 of the Clayton Act (15 United States Code, § 15) or under the Cartwright Act (Chapter 2 [commencing with Section 16700] of Study 2 of Division 7 of the Business and Professions Code), arising from purchases of goods, materials, or services by the Proposer for sale to the purchasing body pursuant to the Proposal Package.  Such assignment shall be made and become effective at the time the purchasing body tenders final payment to the Proposer.  (See Gov. Code, § 4552.)

If an awarding body or public purchasing body receives, either through judgment or settlement, a monetary recovery for a cause of action assigned under this chapter, the assignor shall be entitled to receive reimbursement for actual legal costs incurred and may, upon demand, recover from the public body any portion of the recovery, including treble damages, attributable to overcharges that were paid by the assignor but were not paid by the public body as Study of the Proposal Package price, less the expenses incurred in obtaining that portion of the recovery. Upon demand in writing by the assignor, the assignee shall, within one year from such demand, reassign the cause of action assigned under this Study if the assignor has been or may have been injured by the violation of law for which the cause of action arose and (a) the assignee has not been injured thereby, or (b) the assignee declines to file a court action for the cause of action. All costs resulting from the Contractor’s participation in the RFP process are at the firm’s expense.  No costs incurred by the Contractor participating in the RFP process will be reimbursed by CalRecycle.

All materials submitted in response to this RFP will become the property of CalRecycle and, as such, are subject to the Public Records Act (Gov. Code, § 6250, et seq.).  CalRecycle will disregard any language purporting to render all or portions of any RFP package confidential.

All information obtained or produced during the course of the Agreement will be made available to CalRecycle.

Any information obtained or produced during the course of the Agreement that qualifies as confidential or a trade secret(s) under the Public Records Act (PRA) or the Public Contract Code (PCC) and is thus exempt from disclosure under those statutes shall be so marked by the firm prior to submission to CalRecycle.  Any claims of confidentiality or trade secret(s) except as to information that qualifies as such under the PRA or PCC may result in disqualification.

CalRecycle will hold information obtained or produced during the course of the Agreement deemed confidential or trade secret(s) by the firm to the extent allowable by the California PRA and the PCC.

The RFP includes a formal question and answer period in which Proposers have the opportunity to submit questions to the CalRecycle’s Contracts Unit regarding the RFP. Any ambiguity, conflict, discrepancy, omission, or other error discovered in the RFP should immediately be reported to CalRecycle prior to the deadline for submission of written questions.  CalRecycle will issue addenda to address such issues.

An error in a Proposal package may be cause for rejection of that Proposal.

CalRecycle may make certain corrections, if the Proposer’s intent is clearly established based on review of the complete Proposal.

Any Contractor or Subcontractor currently of CalRecycle Unreliable list, is ineligible to apply for or participate in this contract.

If the Contractor or any Subcontractors participate in activities that result in the disposition of electronic components, they shall comply with the provisions of PRC Chapter 8.5.

If, during the course of the Agreement, the Contractor will be involved in the re-sale of goods to the State, they shall comply with the requirements of Sections 6452.1, 6487, 6487.3, 7101, and 18510 of the Revenue and Taxation Code, in addition to Section 10295.1 of the PCC.

All Subcontractors identified in the Proposal, must be experts in their respective disciplines and capable of performing the tasks for which they are hired.

The Department of General Services (DGS), Office of Small Business and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise Services (OSDS) oversees the Small Business (SB) and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) certification programs. If awarded the Contract, the Contractor must use all of the SB and DVBE firms identified on the Bidder Declaration form.

Contractor understands and agrees that should award of this contract be based in part on their commitment to use the DVBE subcontractor(s) identified in their Proposal, per Military and Veterans Code (M&VC) section 999.5(e), a DVBE subcontractor may only be replaced by another DVBE subcontractor and must be approved by the DGS. Changes to the scope of work that impact the DVBE subcontractor(s) identified in the Proposal and approved DVBE substitutions will be documented by contract amendment.

Failure of Contractor to seek substitution and adhere to the DVBE participation level identified in the Proposal may be cause for contract termination, recovery of damages under rights and remedies due to the State, and penalties as outlined in M&VC section 999.9; or PCC sections 10115.10 and 4110 (applies to public works only).

CalRecycle reserves the right to approve substitutions of subcontractors, as long as, certified business participation levels remain unchanged.

Failure to follow the instructions contained in this document may be grounds for rejection of a Proposal.

CalRecycle may reject any Proposal if it is conditional, incomplete or contains irregularities.

CalRecycle may waive an immaterial deviation in a Proposal, if deemed in the best interest of CalRecycle.

The Proposal package shall be received by CalRecycle, at the address listed in Section I, Overview by 2:00 p.m. on April 10, 2020.  

Proposals received after the deadline, will be considered late and returned to the Proposer unopened.

The Proposal package shall clearly state that it is in response to this RFP and note the RFP number listed with the direction of “Mailroom – do not open.”

The Proposer is required to submit all required documents in the following format:

All documents shall be submitted double-sided on paper with a minimum of 100% post-consumer recycled content fiber.

The cover letter shall be signed by an individual who is authorized to bind the Proposer and shall indicate that person's title or position. The cover letter shall be on the Proposer's company letterhead and contain the following information:

e. Statement that personnel who will provide services under the Agreement will have the required certifications and that bidder will have qualified personnel available to meet the service needs; 
f. Statement attesting to the fact of the percentage of post-consumer recycled content fiber paper used in the compilation of the Proposal package; 
g. Statement stating that the Contractor and any Subcontractors to be used during the performance of the contract are eligible to contract with the State of California, pursuant to PCC section 10286; and
h. List of Contractor’s and any subcontractor(s’) business names, identification of certified Small Business (SB) or Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) status, if applicable, and corresponding Office of Small Business and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise Services (OSDS) Reference number(s) issued by DGS.

The information shall be organized as presented with corresponding page references.

The Proposer shall include a brief overview of the project and summarize the Proposer’s approach to the work.
[bookmark: _Toc34057011]Methodology
The Proposal shall include a draft study design (Work Plan) describing the methods to be employed to accomplish the contract activities described in Section VI Description of Work.  The methodology shall be described in sufficient detail to allow CalRecycle staff to evaluate the methods and shall address all tasks and items in the Scope of Work.

Proposals shall describe how the objectives will be met and the methods the Contractor will use. The description shall include not only what work will be performed, but how it will be performed. 

The tasks described in the Scope of Work outline a general approach for meeting the requirements; however, alternative approaches for some or all of the tasks may be proposed if they meet or exceed the requirements in meeting the project objectives.

[bookmark: _Toc34057013]Qualifications and Resources
The prospective Contractor shall have the experience, qualifications, and resources to perform the required tasks of the project. The prospective contractor must have the experience, qualifications, and resources to perform the required tasks of the project. Because of the comprehensive nature and complexity of this study, Proposers shall demonstrate their experience in the following areas: 
· conducting large-scale (regional or statewide) waste characterization studies including the development of a representative sampling plan and a plan for collecting samples from facilities with various processing flows and feedstocks;
· the collection of detailed field sorting data;
· working with disposal and/or processing facilities including coordinating field work and following health and safety plans; and
· ensuring data integrity through appropriate quality assurance and quality control (QA/QC) processes and data entry procedures.
Each Proposal must include a description of the resources to be used on the project while demonstrating an individual or team members’ abilities to perform the work. The Proposals must include resumes for the Project Manager, Personnel and Subcontractors, that include:
· Experience
· Knowledge
· Educational Background
· Professional Licenses where required by law or industry standards

The Proposer’s team shall provide a minimum of three (3) verifiable references for the proposer and for each proposed subcontractor which support the above qualifications.

If a reference or project experience is unable to be verified, it will be disregarded.
[bookmark: _Toc34057015]Samples of Written Work
The Proposer’s team shall include a copy of a verifiable written work that is similar in nature to the proposed project and deliverables.
At least one example should demonstrate each of the following:
1. Knowledge of and understanding of California’s recycling management system in various parts of the state;
2. Experience in implementing a large-scale facility-based characterization study including initial project set-up, site coordination, fieldwork, identifying when contingency plans have been implemented and steps taken, data preparation, and project deliverables;
3. Knowledge of and understanding of conducting analysis of recyclable materials;
4. Experience in implementing and adjusting a pre-determined work plan for characterization of materials including steps taken for analysis.

[bookmark: _Toc34057016]Contractor Eligibility
The Proposer shall include a written declaration, stating that the Contractor and any Subcontractors to be used during the performance of the contract are eligible to contract with the State of California, pursuant to PCC section 10286.1.  The written declaration may be included in the cover letter.
[bookmark: _Toc34057017]Licenses
The Contractor shall be an individual or firm qualified to do business in California.  Required documentation includes the following as applicable:  

· A copy of the Proposer’s registration with the Secretary of State.

· Additionally, pursuant to the California Business and Professions Code, for services of a “professional” nature requiring a professional license issued by the CA Department of Consumer Affairs, Proposers shall submit a copy of the appropriate license(s) for each team member who will provide “professional” services under the contract. 
[bookmark: _Toc34057018]Small Business (SB) Participation
CalRecycle requires a minimum of twenty-five percent (25%) of the project services to be contracted to a California OSDS Certified SB that performs a commercially useful function. 

This goal can be achieved by a combined effort of the prime and/or any Subcontractors, which includes:

· If the Proposer is a Certified OSDS SB, as defined in Section V Definitions and Terms, the Bidder Declaration form (Attachment C) shall be completed and submitted with the Proposal.

· If the Proposer has identified Subcontractors to be utilized to meet this goal, the Bidder Declaration form (Attachment C) shall be completed and submitted with the Proposal.

Small Business and non-small business may receive preference as set forth below.

For purposes of this RFP, references to “Small Business” include “Microbusiness” unless contrary to law.
[bookmark: _Toc34057019]Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) Participation
CalRecycle requires a minimum of three percent (3%) of the project services to be contracted to a California OSDS Certified DVBE that performs a commercially useful function.  

This goal can be achieved by a combined effort of the prime and/or any Subcontractors, which includes:

· If the Proposer is a Certified OSDS DVBE, as defined in Section V, Definitions and Terms, the Bidder Declaration form (Attachment C) shall be completed and submitted with the Proposal.

· If the Proposer has identified Subcontractors to be utilized to meet this goal, the Bidder Declaration form (Attachment C) shall be completed and submitted with the Proposal.
[bookmark: _Toc34057020]Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) Incentive Application
Any Proposer competing in this process as a California certified DVBE, or as a non-DVBE certifying to subcontract a minimum of 3% of the total contract services to a California certified DVBE, will receive an incentive.  The incentive amounts for DVBE participation percent are as shown below:

1.  Five percent (5%) and above participation level = bid will receive five percent (5%) incentive calculation.
2.  Four percent (4%) participation level = bid will receive two percent (2%) incentive calculation.
3.  Three percent (3%) participation level = bid will receive one percent (1%) incentive calculation.

Certification must be provided by DGS, OSDS. 

The incentive is available to a non-DVBE claiming a minimum of three percent (3%) California certified DVBE subcontractor participation. If claiming the non-DVBE subcontractor incentive, the bid response must include a list of the DVBE(s) with which you commit to subcontract in an amount of at least three percent (3%) of the net bid price with one of more California certified DVBEs. Each listed certified DVBE must perform a “commercially useful function” in the performance of the contract as defined in GC section 14837(d)(4).

The required list of California certified DVBE subcontracts must be attached to the bid response and must include the following: (1) subcontractor name, (2) address, (3) phone number, (4) a description of the work to be performed and/or products supplied, and (5) the dollar amount or percentage of the net bid price (as specified in the solicitation) per subcontractor.  Use the Bidder Declaration form to report this information.

The incentive is applied during the evaluation process and is only applied for responsive bids from responsible bidders proposing the percentage(s) of DVBE participation for the incentive(s) specified above.  

For award based on low price, the incentive is applied by reducing the bid price by the amount of incentive as computed from the lowest responsive and responsible bid price.  The computation is for evaluation purposes only.  Application of the incentive shall not displace an award to a small business with a non-small business.

Application of the incentive shall not displace an award to a DVBE with a non-DVBE.

A copy of the Proposer’s DVBE certification should be included with the proposal Package.

If awarded, the Proposer who has made a commitment to achieve disabled veteran business enterprise (DVBE) participation, must within 60 days of receiving final payment under this agreement (or within such other time period as may be specified elsewhere in this agreement) certify in a report to the awarding department: (1) the total amount the prime contractor received under the contract; (2) the name and address of the DVBE(s) that participated in the performance of the contract; (3) the amount each DVBE received from the prime contractor; (4) that all payments under the contract have been made to the DVBE(s); and (5) the actual percentage of DVBE participation that was achieved.  A person or entity that knowingly provides false information shall be subject to a civil penalty for each violation (M&VC, § 999.5(d)).  Refer to Attachment D to fulfill this requirement.
[bookmark: _Toc34057021]Target Area Contract Preference Act (TACPA)
If the budget for services outlined in this announcement, exceeds $100,000, CalRecycle will grant a preference for TACPA qualified Proposers.

The Proposer shall provide reasonable demonstration of contract labor hours and certify that they will comply with the requirements of the TACPA.

If the Proposer is qualified for this preference, the TACPA Preference Request Form shall be included in the Proposal submittal.

In combination with any other preferences (TACPA, SB, or DVBE participation) the maximum limit of the combined preferences is 15% of the bid amount and, in no case, more than $100,000.00 per solicitation.

Preference programs for TACPA or the non-SB subcontracting preference cannot displace a direct award to a certified SB. In the event of a tie between a SB and a firm that is SB and DVBE, the award shall be made to the firm that is SB and DVBE.

The Cost Proposal shall be submitted in a separate, sealed envelope by the due date identified in the Schedule of Section I.

The envelope shall read “Cost Proposal - Do Not Open”.
[bookmark: _Toc34057025]Cost Breakdown
Attachment A, Cost Proposal Sheet, must be completed, specifying the total cost and including detailed project costs and subcontractor commitments, identified by each task and dollar amount. The awarded Proposer’s invoices shall be itemized as shown in the submitted Cost Proposal Sheet.

[bookmark: _Hlk33431010]All travel must be itemized in the Attachment A, under Column 6.  Travel expenses and per diem cannot exceed the rates established by CalHR. For further travel information read the following section, Travel and Per Diem.

The costs identified in the Attachment A, should take into consideration the length of the contract, rise in salaries and overhead costs

If fringe benefits and/or overhead are not specifically itemized in Attachment A and if the Proposer inserts a $0, Proposer shall explain on Attachment A why these line items are not itemized.  A blank space for either fringe benefits or overhead will be grounds for immediate disqualification.

Failure to include on the Cost Proposal Sheet budgeted costs for all tasks included in the Scope of Work will be grounds for disqualification.

The Cost Proposal sheet is a self-contained document for purposes of calculating cost points and evaluating whether all information required by the RFP has been submitted. Therefore, all information (such as explanations of $0 instead of itemized costs) shall be included on the Cost Proposal sheet. Reference by incorporation to the Proposal is not acceptable.

The amounts identified in Attachment A may not be changed and will remain in effect for the life of the Agreement.

[bookmark: _Hlk33431060]All travel must be pre-approved by the Contract Manager.  When determining the least costly travel method, the Contractor should take into consideration not only direct expenses, but also the time billed.  If the Contractor is unsure what least costly method may be, he or she shall consult with the Contract Manager. [bookmark: _Toc34057036]Work to be Performed
The Proposer shall describe how to sample recycling streams in three studies based on the following requirements.

Study 1: The Processing Facility-based Residual Characterization Study – Sampling material recovery facility and processing facility residuals, and pre-sorted rejections destined for disposal, including dual-stream processing lines, commingled single stream processing lines, mixed waste processing lines, and organic processing lines with food waste inflows to determine the composition of material destined for disposal at composting and anaerobic digestion facilities.

Study 2: The Organics Recycling Inflow Characterization Study – Sampling incoming material to composter and anaerobic digestion facilities that accept food waste from commercial and residential sources, including solid waste permitted composting facilities accepting material from residential and commercial sources and anaerobic digestion facilities accepting material from residential and commercial sources to determine the composition of incoming organic material sent from a variety of generators, including but not limited to recyclable processing facilities (processed), transfer facilities (unprocessed), direct hauled from generators (unprocessed), and anaerobic digestion facilities (processed). This stream must be sampled in order to improve understanding of the materials/ material fragments found in the residual/rejected stream in Study 3 of the study.

Study 3: The Organics Recycling Residuals Characterization Study – Sampling material destined for disposal from composter and anaerobic digestion facilities that accept food waste (e.g., biosolids, overs, residuals, rejects, physical contaminants), including solid waste permitted composting facilities and anaerobic digestion facilities to determine the residual composition of traditional recycling and organic recycling processing lines.

The following apply to Tasks 1 through 3

A. The Proposer shall have a health and safety plan, implement health and safety measures, conduct training and monitor effectiveness. 
B. The Proposer shall comply with all local, state, and federal health and safety codes, regulations, and laws.  
C. The Proposer shall provide all equipment needed for fieldwork, including health and safety equipment. During the initial site recruitment, CalRecycle will determine if a loader/bobcat and driver are available on-site. If a loader/bobcat or similar equipment and a certified driver are not available, the Proposer shall arrange to rent a loader/bobcat or similar equipment and provide a certified driver.  
D. The Proposer shall accommodate observation by the Contract Manager, other CalRecycle staff, and possibly other interested parties, at the sampling sites. 
E. The Proposer shall implement QA/QC measures in the field to ensure the accuracy of the data collected. 

Task 1 – Initial Meeting(s) to Review Proposed Study Design (Work Plan) 

A. The Proposer shall meet with the Contract Manager in person at the CalRecycle office in Sacramento (subsequent meetings can be virtual) to identify logistical details and fine-tune the Work Plan.  Discussion will pertain to:
1) Study design as submitted in the Proposer proposal.
2) Tentative schedule for when subsequent tasks will begin (proposed by Contractor).
3) The timeline and logistics for sampling.
4) Estimated number of samples that can be accurately collected in a day.
5) Replacement site recruitment criteria (i.e., amount of time to recruit replacements dependent on days before scheduled sampling).
6) The targeted materials to be included for each study.
7) Additional information required by subsequent tasks.
B. For the Processing Facility-based Residual characterization Study: the potential sampling locations, lines for sampling, and number of samples. 
C. For the Organics Recycling Inflow Characterization Study: the potential sampling locations, number of samples from inflow types (processed and unprocessed), and number of samples.
D. For the Organics Recycling Residuals Characterization Study: the potential sampling locations and number of samples. 
E. CalRecycle reserves the right to update locations if necessary.
F. The Proposer shall submit the revised Work Plan based on decisions made at the initial meeting to the Contract Manager for approval within 15 calendar days of the meeting date.
G. The Contract Manager will review this submittal to ensure it accurately represents the agreed upon details and is consistent with both this RFP and with the Proposal. The Contract Manager will respond within 15 calendar days with any needed final edits to the proposed revisions. 
H. The Proposer shall make required changes, if any, and submit to the Contract Manager within 15 calendar days of receiving the edits.
I. No work shall commence on subsequent tasks without the Contract Manager’s written approval of the Work Plan.

Task 2 – Coordinate with Processing Facilities and Determine Field Schedule
A. [bookmark: _Hlk32324182]Within 15 days of receiving the final list of sampling locations, the Proposer shall provide the Contract Manager with the tentative number of sampling days expected at each site, the number of samples to be sorted at each site, and instruction on whether additional information is needed. The Contract Manager will provide the Proposer with the final list of sampling locations at least 45 calendar days before sampling begins and if additional information is needed, the Contract Manager will attempt to provide it within 10 calendar days of receiving notice. 
B. The Proposer shall promptly contact each location/site to confirm all of the logistics, specifically sample collection date(s), that health and safety requirements have been met, the availability of a loader/bobcat and driver if needed, and any other factors which will affect the sampling.
C. The Proposer shall notify the Contract Manager by email within two business days of learning of a circumstance which will negatively impact the field schedule, requesting replacement sampling sites if needed.
D. The Proposer shall ensure accurate and representative sampling at each sampling site by incorporating information on variations in site operations, residual flows, on-site processing/handling, and other relevant information into a sampling plan. At a minimum this information shall include:
1) Type of facility.
2) How facility manages their rejects and residuals, including any sent for further processing.
3) Type of sorting and screening done and any other pre- or post-processing, like floor sorts, etc. 
4) Flow diagram and quantity of material destined for disposal from pre-sort and all ejection points.
5) The origins of any pre-processed material accepted that may be sampled.
6) Estimated percentage of inflow from commercial and residential sectors.
7) Average length of active phase (Study 3).
E. At least 15 calendar days before each sampling period begins, the Proposer shall provide the Contract Manager with:
a. a tentative schedule for sampling site order. 
b. an overall schedule for fieldwork, describing start-up tasks, travel, set-up, and sorting days, and confirm the number of samples at each site and from each line.
F. The Proposer shall address any concerns the Contract Manager identifies within 7 calendar days of receiving notice from the Contract Manager of any identified concerns. The Contract Manager will review the schedule and identify any concerns within 7 calendar days of receiving it. 
G. The Proposer shall follow the agreed upon final coordination and logistical arrangements with each site. 

Task 3 – Perform Fieldwork/ Field Sampling and Sorting at Processing Facilities

A. Task 3 Fieldwork for STUDY 1-Processing Facility-based Residual Characterization Study:
1) The Proposer shall collect samples of residuals and pre-sort rejects from selected processing lines at sampling sites. Samples will represent only materials destined for disposal. The Proposer shall apply the methodology proposed and accepted by CalRecycle to collect a representative sample of residuals, based upon the processing flow and how residuals are managed and stored at each facility. The processing facility sampling shall result in data which allows the Proposer to produce an overall composition for residual disposal that accurately represents the proportions from the different ejection points. The Proposer shall also capture pre-sort rejects material removed before processing, overs (items that are too large for the processing system), unders (items that are too small for the processing system), and other materials separated for disposal. 
2) The Proposer shall identify the source sector (the location from which material is generated, i.e., from residential, commercial, industrial, or mixed residential and commercial pickups), or at a minimum the proportion of the incoming recycling stream from each sector when it is not possible to distinguish between source sectors, based on information provided by the facility.
3) The Proposer shall hand-sort samples into individual material types on the finalized Processing Facility Material List (List A).  
4) The Proposer shall characterize fines (materials too fine to sort) according to the methodology laid out in their study plan and confirmed at the initial meeting described in Task 1. 
5) The Proposer shall make their best judgement to categorize the material that is difficult-to-sort due to adhesion, wetness, or partial decomposition and separate joined materials (such as a zip lock bag with metal screws in it) when it is practical to do so. 
6) The Proposer shall take and provide digital images with a minimum resolution of 12-megapixels of each load/sample, placing the sample number on, adjacent, or near the sample clearly identifying the unique load/sample ID number, location, and date. 
7) The Proposer shall assign each digital image file an electronic filename that correlates to the unique load/sample ID (e.g., Sample 1 from Facility A pictures are labeled Facility A_1_1, Facility A_1_2, etc.). 
8) [bookmark: _Hlk31200832]The Proposer shall take a minimum of two clear digital images of the residual sample (covering 100% of sample combined), breaking open garbage bags and/or spreading out the sample to obtain acceptable images if necessary, before the sample is sorted. For each remainder composite category and mixed residue category, the Proposer shall take a digital image of the picture of the contents spread out on the ground from one sample at each facility throughout all of Study 1 sampling. For all other categories, the Proposer shall take a digital image of each material type from one sample at each facility throughout all of Study 1 sampling. 
9) The Proposer shall record the weight of each sorted material type and total sample weight (in decimal pounds), using a scale that is accurate to within 0.01 pounds and which is connected to a computer to record weights.

Task 3 Fieldwork for STUDY 2-Organics Recycling Inflow Characterization Study

A. The Proposer shall collect samples of incoming material (prior to on-site processing) from selected sampling sites. Samples will only be taken from loads that include food waste and/or mixed materials. The Proposer shall apply the methodology proposed and accepted by CalRecycle to collect a representative sample from processed and unprocessed incoming loads from both residential and commercial sources. 
B. The Proposer shall hand-sort all samples into individual material types on the finalized Organics Facility Material List (List B).
C. The Proposer shall make their best judgement to categorize the material that is difficult-to-sort due to adhesion, wetness, or partial decomposition and separate joined materials (such as a zip lock bag with metal screws in it) when it is practical to do so. 
D. The Proposer shall take and provide digital images with a minimum resolution of 12-megapixels of each load/sample, placing on, adjacent, or near the sample a written sample number clearly identifying the unique load/sample ID number, location, and date, and shall assign a filename to each digital image file which correlates to the unique load/sample ID (e.g., Sample 1 from Facility A pictures are labeled Facility A_1_1, Facility A_1_2, etc.). 
E. The Proposer shall take a minimum of two clear images of the residual sample before it is sorted that capture a clear shot of all the material in the sample (two pictures covering 100% of sample). 
F. If needed, the Proposer shall break open garbage bags and/or spread out the sample to obtain adequate digital images.
G. For each remainder composite category and mixed residue category, the Proposer shall take a digital image of the picture of the contents spread out on the ground from one sample at each facility throughout all of Study 2 sampling. For all other categories, the Proposer shall take a digital image of each material type from one sample at each facility throughout all of Study 2 sampling. 
H. The Proposer shall record all characterization data for each sample, including: 
1) the weight of each sorted material type,
2) the total sample weight, 
3) the sector origin for sample (residential, commercial or mixed), and
4) whether or not the sample has been processed or not before delivery to the compost or anaerobic digestion operation (some operations may be on the same site as recyclable processing facilities).
I. The Proposer shall record weights in decimal pounds using a scale that is accurate to within 0.01 pounds and is connected to a computer to record weights. 

Task 3 Fieldwork for STUDY 3 - Organics Recycling Residuals Characterization Study

A. The Proposer shall collect samples of material destined for landfill from selected sites. Samples will only be collected from materials generated from pre- and post-processing (i.e., before and after composting or digestion process) from loads of materials that include food from residential and/or commercial sources. The samples themselves may or may not include identifiable food. The Proposer shall apply the methodology proposed and accepted by CalRecycle to collect a representative sample of residuals, based upon the processing flow and how residuals are managed and stored at each facility. The Proposer shall capture pre-sort rejects material removed before processing, overs, unders, and other materials separated for disposal.
B. The Proposer shall determine if any pre-sort rejects or residuals (e.g. overs, unders) are sent for further processing, and if so, where and what quantity or proportion of the residual material.
C. The Proposer shall hand-sort all samples into individual material types on the finalized material list (List B).
D. The Proposer shall take digital images, with a minimum resolution of 12-megapixels, of each load/sample, placing a sample number on, adjacent, or near the sample clearly identifying the unique load/sample ID number, location, and date.
E. The Proposer shall assign to each digital image a filename which correlates to the unique load/sample ID (e.g. Sample 1 from Facility A pictures are labeled Facility A_1_1, Facility A_1_2, etc.).
F. The Proposer shall take a minimum of two clear images of the residual sample before it is sorted, which clearly capture all of the material in the sample (two pictures covering 100% of sample), breaking open garbage bags and/or spreading out the sample, if necessary to obtain adequate digital images.
G. For each remainder composite category and mixed residue category, the Proposer shall take a digital image of the contents spread out on the ground from one sample at each facility throughout all of Study 3 sampling. For all other categories, the Proposer shall take a digital image of each material type from one sample at each facility throughout all of Study 3 sampling.
H. The Proposer shall record all characterization data for each sample, including:
a. The weight of each sorted material type, AND
b. the total sample weights. 
I. The Proposer shall record weights in decimal pounds using a scale that is accurate to within 0.01 pounds and is connected to a computer to record weights. 

Task 4 – Data Entry and Data QA/QC 
A. The Proposer shall provide sample printouts displaying database or spreadsheet format to the Contract Manager for approval. 
B. The Proposer shall implement QA/QC measures when providing field-sorting data for each sorted sample (weight of each material type in the sample) and total sample weight for all study Parts. 
C. The Proposer shall perform all data entry and follow all quality control measures in their plan to ensure the accuracy of the data entered. The Proposer shall resolve any errors or discrepancies in data discovered during quality control activities and/or review by the Contract Manager.
D. The Proposer shall enter all data collected into electronic spreadsheets (e.g., Microsoft Excel) compatible with CalRecycle’s computer system. The Contract Manager will approve the format and software. The Proposer shall present the data in a format such as in Sample Data Format. The Proposer shall submit all final data to CalRecycle in electronic form (e.g., via e-mail or uploaded to a secure shared drive).  
E. The Proposer shall submit complete data for each sample, including, at a minimum: 
1) unique sample ID number, 
2) name of facility/site sample was collected from (unless privacy/confidential concerns and prior agreement between facility and CalRecycle), 
3) date of collection, 
4) total sample weight, 
5) weight of each component in the samples by material type,
6) data used to calculate amounts,
7) any notes on special circumstance or other information, as applicable, and 
8) all digital images. 
F. The Proposer shall submit final and correct data, after the Proposer has thoroughly reviewed and subjected the data to stringent QA/QC procedures. 
G. The Proposer shall submit all data required for the three studies. 
H. The Proposer shall identify data limitations CalRecycle should consider for its data analysis. 
I. The Contract Manager shall review the submitted data to ensure it is complete, understandable, and usable for subsequent analyses. The Proposer shall respond to any questions and address any problems or discrepancies found by the Contract Manager within 15 calendar days. 

Task 5 – Submit Field Data and Summary Reports to CalRecycle

A. During the sample collection periods, the Proposer shall provide weekly status reports in the format of the Sample Weekly Report.  Upon request by the Contract Manager, the Proposer shall provide monthly status reports outside the field work period. The reports shall include project statuses including progress made, work done and work pending, and any deviation from the plan and provide a detailed explanation for the deviation. When appropriate, these reports shall also include meeting minutes.
B. Not more than 20 calendar days after the completion of data collection, the Proposer shall notify the Contract Manager if there are any changes or corrections to the data already submitted and submit the corrected data.
C. Not more than 20 calendar days after the end of the sampling period, the Proposer shall prepare and submit to the Contract Manager a report summarizing information on all samples completed including the following:
1) The total number of samples collected and characterized,
2) For each sample, corresponding site names the samples were obtained from,
3) For each sample, the sector and/or subsector (where recorded),
4) A description and explanation of any differences between the final sampling plan and the actual field sampling performed, and 
5) A description of any unusual circumstances.

CalRecycle Responsibilities:
A. For all three studies, CalRecycle is responsible for:
1. Recruiting sampling sites. The Contractor’s suggested or desired sites will be taken into consideration. A list of possible composting and anaerobic digestion sites is attached (Table 1 and Table 2).
2. If a replacement site is needed, and dependent on how soon the replacement is needed, CalRecycle will secure a replacement site in the same region or reallocate those samples. This replacement criteria will be determined at the initial meeting outlined in Task 1.
3. Upon receiving feedback about material types from the Contractor, CalRecycle may elect to change the material type list.
4. CalRecycle will conduct analyses of the data and prepare any final reports. 
B. For the Processing Facility-Based Residual Characterization Study:
1. CalRecycle will prioritize recruiting processing facilities that have both organic processing lines that handle food waste and traditional commodity recycling lines but acknowledges that there are a limited number of these facilities.
2. CalRecycle anticipates most of the recruited sites will be adjacent to or in the San Francisco Bay Area, Los Angeles Basin, and the Central Valley. 
3. CalRecycle will determine the material types for hand-sorting characterizations (from Processing Facility Material – List A).

C. For the Organics Recycling Inflow Characterization Study:
1. CalRecycle will recruit only:
i. Solid waste permitted anaerobic and aerobic composting facilities accepting food waste.
ii. Anaerobic digestion facilities accepting food waste as a feedstock.
2. CalRecycle anticipates most of the recruited sites will be adjacent to or in the San Francisco Bay Area, Los Angeles Basin, and the Central Valley. 
3. CalRecycle will determine the material types for hand-sorting characterizations (from Organics Facility Material - List B). 

D. For the Organics Recycling Residuals Characterization Study:
1. The same facilities used for Study 2 of the sampling will be prioritized for Study 3. 3. Work To Be Performed

A. The Contractor shall sample recycling streams in three studies.

B. Study 1: The Processing Facility-based Residual Characterization Study – Sampling material recovery facility and processing facility residuals, and pre-sorted rejections destined for disposal, including dual-stream processing lines, commingled single stream processing lines, mixed waste processing lines, and organic processing lines with food waste inflows to determine the composition of material destined for disposal at composting and anaerobic digestion facilities.

C. Study 2: The Organics Recycling Inflow Characterization Study – Sampling incoming material to composter and anaerobic digestion facilities that accept food waste from commercial and residential sources, including solid waste permitted composting facilities accepting material from residential and commercial sources and anaerobic digestion facilities accepting material from residential and commercial sources to determine the composition of incoming organic material sent from a variety of generators, including but not limited to recyclable processing facilities (processed), transfer facilities (unprocessed), direct hauled from generators (unprocessed), and anaerobic digestion facilities (processed). This stream must be sampled in order to improve understanding of the materials/ material fragments found in the residual/rejected stream in Study 3 of the study.

D. Study 3: The Organics Recycling Residuals Characterization Study – Sampling material destined for disposal from composter and anaerobic digestion facilities that accept food waste (e.g., biosolids, overs, residuals, rejects, physical contaminants), including solid waste permitted composting facilities and anaerobic digestion facilities to determine the residual composition of traditional recycling and organic recycling processing lines.

4. Tasks Identified
The following apply to Tasks 1 through 3:

A. The Contractor shall have a health and safety plan, implement health and safety measures, conduct training and monitor effectiveness. 
B. The Contractor shall comply with all local, state, and federal health and safety codes, regulations, and laws.  
C. The Contractor shall provide all equipment needed for fieldwork, including health and safety equipment. During the initial site recruitment, CalRecycle will determine if a loader/bobcat and driver are available on-site. If a loader/bobcat or similar equipment and a certified driver are not available, the Contractor shall arrange to rent a loader/bobcat or similar equipment and provide a certified driver.  
D. The Contractor shall accommodate observation by the Contract Manager, other CalRecycle staff, and possibly other interested parties, at the sampling sites. 
E. The Contractor shall implement QA/QC measures in the field to ensure the accuracy of the data collected. 

Task 1 – Initial Meeting(s) to Review Proposed Study Design (Work Plan) 

A. The Contractor shall meet with the Contract Manager in person at the CalRecycle office in Sacramento (subsequent meetings can be virtual) to identify logistical details and fine-tune the Work Plan.  Discussion will pertain to:
1) Study design as submitted in the contractor proposal.
2) Tentative schedule for when subsequent tasks will begin (proposed by Contractor).
3) The timeline and logistics for sampling.
4) Estimated number of samples that can be accurately collected in a day.
5) Replacement site recruitment criteria (i.e., amount of time to recruit replacements dependent on days before scheduled sampling).
6) The targeted materials to be included for each study.
7) Additional information required by subsequent tasks.
B. For the Processing Facility-based Residual characterization Study: the potential sampling locations, lines for sampling, and number of samples. 
C. For the Organics Recycling Inflow Characterization Study: the potential sampling locations, number of samples from inflow types (processed and unprocessed), and number of samples.
D. For the Organics Recycling Residuals Characterization Study: the potential sampling locations and number of samples. 
E. CalRecycle reserves the right to update locations if necessary.
F. The Contractor shall submit the revised Work Plan based on decisions made at the initial meeting to the Contract Manager for approval within 15 calendar days of the meeting date.
G. The Contract Manager will review this submittal to ensure it accurately represents the agreed upon details and is consistent with both the RFP and with the winning Proposal. The Contract Manager will respond within 15 calendar days with any needed final edits to the proposed revisions. 
H. The Contractor shall make required changes, if any, and submit to the Contract Manager within 15 calendar days of receiving the edits.
I. No work shall commence on subsequent tasks without the Contract Manager’s written approval of the Work Plan.

Task 2 – Coordinate with Processing Facilities and Determine Field Schedule
A. The Contractor shall, within 15 calendar days from receipt of the final list of sampling locations, inform the Contract Manager the tentative how many sampling days are expected at each site and how many samples will be sorted at each site, as well as if additional information is needed. The Contract Manager will provide the Contractor with the final list of sampling locations at least 45 calendar days before sampling begins and if additional information is needed, the Contract Manager will attempt to provide it within 10 calendar days of receiving notice. 
B. The Contractor shall promptly contact each location/site to confirm all of the logistics, specifically sample collection date(s), that health and safety requirements have been met, the availability of a loader/bobcat and driver if needed, and any other factors which will affect the sampling.
C. The Contractor shall notify the Contract Manager by email within two business days of learning of a circumstance which will negatively impact the field schedule, requesting replacement sampling sites if needed.
D. The Contractor shall ensure accurate and representative sampling at each sampling site by incorporating information on variations in site operations, residual flows, on-site processing/handling, and other relevant information into a sampling plan. At a minimum this information shall include:
1) Type of facility.
2) How facility manages their rejects and residuals, including any sent for further processing.
3) Type of sorting and screening done and any other pre- or post-processing, like floor sorts, etc. 
4) Flow diagram and quantity of material destined for disposal from pre-sort and all ejection points.
5) The origins of any pre-processed material accepted that may be sampled.
6) Estimated percentage of inflow from commercial and residential sectors.
7) Average length of active phase (Study 3).
E. At least 15 calendar days before each sampling period begins, the Contractor shall provide the Contract Manager with:
1) a tentative schedule for sampling site order. 
2) an overall schedule for fieldwork, describing start-up tasks, travel, set-up, and sorting days, and confirm the number of samples at each site and from each line.
F. The Contractor shall address any concerns the Contract Manager identifies within 7 calendar days of receiving notice from the Contract Manager of any identified concerns. The Contract Manager will review the schedule and identify any concerns within 7 calendar days of receiving it. 
G. The Contractor shall follow the agreed upon final coordination and logistical arrangements with each site.

Task 3 – Perform Fieldwork/ Field Sampling and Sorting at Processing Facilities

A. Task 3 Fieldwork for STUDY 1-Processing Facility-based Residual Characterization Study:
1) The Contractor shall collect samples of residuals and pre-sort rejects from selected processing lines at sampling sites. Samples will represent only materials destined for disposal. The Contractor shall apply the methodology proposed and accepted by CalRecycle to collect a representative sample of residuals, based upon the processing flow and how residuals are managed and stored at each facility. The processing facility sampling shall result in data which allows the Contractor to produce an overall composition for residual disposal that accurately represents the proportions from the different ejection points. The Contractor shall also capture pre-sort rejects material removed before processing, overs (items that are too large for the processing system), unders (items that are too small for the processing system), and other materials separated for disposal. 
2) The Contractor shall identify the source sector (the location from which material is generated, i.e., from residential, commercial, industrial, or mixed residential and commercial pickups), or at a minimum the proportion of the incoming recycling stream from each sector when it is not possible to distinguish between source sectors, based on information provided by the facility.
3) The Contractor shall hand-sort samples into individual material types on the finalized Processing Facility Material List (List A).  
4) The Contractor shall characterize fines (materials too fine to sort) according to the methodology laid out in their study plan and confirmed at the initial meeting described in Task 1. 
5) The Contractor shall make their best judgement to categorize the material that is difficult-to-sort due to adhesion, wetness, or partial decomposition and separate joined materials (such as a zip lock bag with metal screws in it) when it is practical to do so. 
6) The Contractor shall take and provide digital images with a minimum resolution of 12-megapixels of each load/sample, placing the sample number on, adjacent, or near the sample clearly identifying the unique load/sample ID number, location, and date. 
7) The Contractor shall assign each digital image file an electronic filename that correlates to the unique load/sample ID (e.g., Sample 1 from Facility A pictures are labeled Facility A_1_1, Facility A_1_2, etc.). 
8) The Contractor shall take a minimum of two clear digital images of the residual sample (covering 100% of sample combined), breaking open garbage bags and/or spreading out the sample to obtain acceptable images if necessary, before the sample is sorted. For each remainder composite category and mixed residue category, the Contractor shall take a digital image of the picture of the contents spread out on the ground from one sample at each facility throughout all of Study 1 sampling. For all other categories, the Contractor shall take a digital image of each material type from one sample at each facility throughout all of Study 1 sampling. 
9) The Contractor shall record the weight of each sorted material type and total sample weight (in decimal pounds), using a scale that is accurate to within 0.01 pounds and which is connected to a computer to record weights.

Task 3 Fieldwork for STUDY 2-Organics Recycling Inflow Characterization Study

A. The Contractor shall collect samples of incoming material (prior to on-site processing) from selected sampling sites. Samples will only be taken from loads that include food waste and/or mixed materials. The Contractor shall apply the methodology proposed and accepted by CalRecycle to collect a representative sample from processed and unprocessed incoming loads from both residential and commercial sources. 
B. The Contractor shall hand-sort all samples into individual material types on the finalized Organics Facility Material List (List B).
C. The Contractor shall make their best judgement to categorize the material that is difficult-to-sort due to adhesion, wetness, or partial decomposition and separate joined materials (such as a zip lock bag with metal screws in it) when it is practical to do so. 
D. The Contractor shall take and provide digital images with a minimum resolution of 12-megapixels of each load/sample, placing on, adjacent, or near the sample a written sample number clearly identifying the unique load/sample ID number, location, and date, and shall assign a filename to each digital image file which correlates to the unique load/sample ID (e.g., Sample 1 from Facility A pictures are labeled Facility A_1_1, Facility A_1_2, etc.). 
E. The Contractor shall take a minimum of two clear images of the residual sample before it is sorted that capture a clear shot of all the material in the sample (two pictures covering 100% of sample). 
F. If needed, the Contractor shall break open garbage bags and/or spread out the sample to obtain adequate digital images.
G. For each remainder composite category and mixed residue category, the Contractor shall take a digital image of the picture of the contents spread out on the ground from one sample at each facility throughout all of Study 2 sampling. For all other categories, the Contractor shall take a digital image of each material type from one sample at each facility throughout all of Study 2 sampling. 
H. The Contractor shall record all characterization data for each sample, including: 
1) the weight of each sorted material type,
2) the total sample weight, 
3) the sector origin for sample (residential, commercial or mixed), and
4) whether or not the sample has been processed or not before delivery to the compost or anaerobic digestion operation (some operations may be on the same site as recyclable processing facilities).
I. The Contractor shall record weights in decimal pounds using a scale that is accurate to within 0.01 pounds and is connected to a computer to record weights. 

Task 3 Fieldwork for STUDY 3 - Organics Recycling Residuals Characterization Study

A. The Contractor shall collect samples of material destined for landfill from selected sites. Samples will only be collected from materials generated from pre- and post-processing (i.e., before and after composting or digestion process) from loads of materials that include food from residential and/or commercial sources. The samples themselves may or may not include identifiable food. The Contractor shall apply the methodology proposed and accepted by CalRecycle to collect a representative sample of residuals, based upon the processing flow and how residuals are managed and stored at each facility. The Contractor shall capture pre-sort rejects material removed before processing, overs, unders, and other materials separated for disposal.
B. The Contractor shall determine if any pre-sort rejects or residuals (e.g. overs, unders) are sent for further processing, and if so, where and what quantity or proportion of the residual material.
C. The Contractor shall hand-sort all samples into individual material types on the finalized material list (List B).
D. The Contractor shall take digital images, with a minimum resolution of 12-megapixels, of each load/sample, placing a sample number on, adjacent, or near the sample clearly identifying the unique load/sample ID number, location, and date.
E. The Contractor shall assign to each digital image a filename which correlates to the unique load/sample ID (e.g. Sample 1 from Facility A pictures are labeled Facility A_1_1, Facility A_1_2, etc.).
F. The Contractor shall take a minimum of two clear images of the residual sample before it is sorted, which clearly capture all of the material in the sample (two pictures covering 100% of sample), breaking open garbage bags and/or spreading out the sample, if necessary to obtain adequate digital images.
G. For each remainder composite category and mixed residue category, the Contractor shall take a digital image of the contents spread out on the ground from one sample at each facility throughout all of Study 3 sampling. For all other categories, the Contractor shall take a digital image of each material type from one sample at each facility throughout all of Study 3 sampling.
H. The Contractor shall record all characterization data for each sample, including:
1) The weight of each sorted material type, AND
2) the total sample weights. 
I. The Contractor shall record weights in decimal pounds using a scale that is accurate to within 0.01 pounds and is connected to a computer to record weights  

Task 4 – Data Entry and Data QA/QC 
A. The Contractor shall provide sample printouts displaying database or spreadsheet format to the Contract Manager for approval. 
B. The Contractor shall implement QA/QC measures when providing field-sorting data for each sorted sample (weight of each material type in the sample) and total sample weight for all study Parts. 
C. The Contractor shall perform all data entry and follow all quality control measures in their plan to ensure the accuracy of the data entered. The Contractor shall resolve any errors or discrepancies in data discovered during quality control activities and/or review by the Contract Manager.
D. The Contractor shall enter all data collected into electronic spreadsheets (e.g., Microsoft Excel) compatible with CalRecycle’s computer system. The Contract Manager will approve the format and software. The Contractor shall present the data in a format such as in Sample Data Format. The Contractor shall submit all final data to CalRecycle in electronic form (e.g., via e-mail or uploaded to a secure shared drive).  
E. The Contractor shall submit complete data for each sample, including, at a minimum: 
1) unique sample ID number, 
2) name of facility/site sample was collected from (unless privacy/confidential concerns and prior agreement between facility and CalRecycle), 
3) date of collection, 
4) total sample weight, 
5) weight of each component in the samples by material type,
6) data used to calculate amounts,
7) any notes on special circumstance or other information, as applicable, and 
8) all digital images. 
F. The Contractor shall submit final and correct data, after the Contractor has thoroughly reviewed and subjected the data to stringent QA/QC procedures. 
G. The Contractor shall submit all data required for the three studies. 
H. The Contractor shall identify data limitations CalRecycle should consider for its data analysis. 
The Contract Manager shall review the submitted data to ensure it is complete, understandable, and usable for subsequent analyses. The Contractor shall respond to any questions and address any problems or discrepancies found by the Contract Manager within 15 calendar days. 

Task 5 – Submit Field Data and Summary Reports to CalRecycle

A. During the sample collection periods, the Contractor shall provide weekly status reports in the format of the Sample Weekly Report.  Upon request by the Contract Manager, the Contractor shall provide monthly status reports outside the field work period. The reports shall include project statuses including progress made, work done and work pending, and any deviation from the plan and provide a detailed explanation for the deviation. When appropriate, these reports shall also include meeting minutes.
B. Not more than 20 calendar days after the completion of data collection, the Contractor shall notify the Contract Manager if there are any changes or corrections to the data already submitted and submit the corrected data.
C. Not more than 20 calendar days after the end of the sampling period, the Contractor shall prepare and submit to the Contract Manager a report summarizing information on all samples completed including the following:
1) The total number of samples collected and characterized,
2) For each sample, corresponding site names the samples were obtained from,
3) For each sample, the sector and/or subsector (where recorded),
4) A description and explanation of any differences between the final sampling plan and the actual field sampling performed, and 
5) A description of any unusual circumstances.


5. CalRecycle Responsibilities:
A. For all three studies, CalRecycle is responsible for:
1. Recruiting sampling sites. The Contractor’s suggested or desired sites will be taken into consideration. A list of possible composting and anaerobic digestion sites is attached (Table 1 and Table 2).
2. If a replacement site is needed, and dependent on how soon the replacement is needed, CalRecycle will secure a replacement site in the same region or reallocate those samples. This replacement criteria will be determined at the initial meeting outlined in Task 1.
3. Upon receiving feedback about material types from the Contractor, CalRecycle may elect to change the material type list.
4.  CalRecycle will conduct analyses of the data and prepare any final reports. 

B. For the Processing Facility-Based Residual Characterization Study:
1. CalRecycle will prioritize recruiting processing facilities that have both organic processing lines that handle food waste and traditional commodity recycling lines but acknowledges that there are a limited number of these facilities.
2. CalRecycle anticipates most of the recruited sites will be adjacent to or in the San Francisco Bay Area, Los Angeles Basin, and the Central Valley. 
3. CalRecycle will determine the material types for hand-sorting characterizations (from Processing Facility Material – List A).

C. For the Organics Recycling Inflow Characterization Study:
1. CalRecycle will recruit only:
i. Solid waste permitted anaerobic and aerobic composting facilities accepting food waste.
ii. Anaerobic digestion facilities accepting food waste as a feedstock.
2. CalRecycle anticipates most of the recruited sites will be adjacent to or in the San Francisco Bay Area, Los Angeles Basin, and the Central Valley. 
3. CalRecycle will determine the material types for hand-sorting characterizations (from Organics Facility Material - List B). 

D. For the Organics Recycling Residuals Characterization Study:
1. The same facilities used for Study 2 of the sampling will be prioritized for Study 3. If a selected organics processing facility does not wish to participate in both Studies, but only one, the Contractor will allocate more samples to another selected facility or a new facility (which CalRecycle will recruit). 
2. CalRecycle anticipates most of the recruited sites will be adjacent to or in the San Francisco Bay Area, Los Angeles Basin, and the Central Valley. 
3. CalRecycle will determine the material types for hand-sorting characterizations (from Organics Facility Material - List B).

2. BUDGET CONTINGENCY CLAUSE: 
A. It is mutually agreed that if the Budget Act of the current year and/or any subsequent years covered under this Agreement does not appropriate sufficient funds for the program, this Agreement shall be of no further force and effect.  In this event, the State shall have no liability to pay any funds whatsoever to the Contractor or to furnish any other considerations under this Agreement and the Contractor shall not be obligated to perform any provisions of this Agreement.
B. If funding for any fiscal year is reduced or deleted by the Budget Act for purposes of this program, the State shall have the option to either: cancel this Agreement with no liability occurring to the State, or offer an Agreement Amendment to the Contractor to reflect the reduced amount.
3. PROMPT PAYMENT CLAUSE: Payment will be made in accordance with and within the time specified in Government Code, Chapter 4.5 (commencing with Section 927).
4. TAXES:  The State of California is exempt from Federal Excise Taxes, and no payment will be made for any taxes levied on employees' wages.  The State will pay for any applicable State of California or local sales or use taxes on the services rendered or equipment or parts supplied pursuant to this Agreement.  California may pay any applicable sales or use tax imposed by another state.

TRAVEL CLAUSE: All travel will be reimbursed at the excluded employee travel rates in accordance with the California Code of Regulations Title 2, Division 1, Chapter 3, Subchapter 1, Article 2, Section 599.615.1 et seq.  The Contractor will be held to the State per diem rates in effect at the time of travel.  For specific per diem (lodging, meals and incidentals) reimbursement rates, see California Code of Regulations Title 2, Division 1, Chapter 3, Subchapter 1, Article 2, Section 599.619.  For this Agreement, the Contractor’s headquarters are located at (Contractor Address) Per diem will not be reimbursed for travel within 50 miles of Contractor’s headquarters.  
7. PAYMENT WITHHOLD:  The provisions for payment under this contract will be subject to a ten percent (10%) withholding per invoice.  The withheld payment amount will be included in the final payment to the Contractor and will only be released when all required work has been completed to the satisfaction of CalRecycle.  The Contractor agrees to comply with the requirements of PCC section 10346.


EXHIBIT D
SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. AGENCY LIABILITY: The Contractor warrants by execution of this Agreement, that no person or selling agency has been employed or retained to solicit or secure this Agreement upon Agreement or understanding for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, excepting bona fide employees or bona fide established commercial or selling agencies maintained by the Contractor for the purpose of securing business. For breach or violation of this warranty, CalRecycle shall, in addition to other remedies provided by law, have the right to annul this Agreement without liability, paying only for the value of the work actually performed, or otherwise recover the full amount of such commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee.
2. AMENDMENT: No amendment or variation of the terms of this Agreement shall be valid unless made in writing, signed by the parties and approved as required.  No oral understanding or Agreement not incorporated in this Agreement is binding on any of the parties.  CalRecycle reserves the right to amend this Agreement through a formal written amendment signed by both parties, for additional time and/or funding.
3. CALIFORNIA WASTE TIRES: Unless otherwise provided for in this contract, in the event the Contractor and/or Subcontractor(s) purchases waste tires or waste-tire derived products for the performance of this Agreement, only California waste tires and California waste tire-derived products shall be used. As a condition of payment under this Agreement, the Contractor must provide documentation substantiating the source of the tire materials used during the performance of this Agreement to the Contract Manager.
All formal notices required by this Agreement shall be given in writing and sent by prepaid certified mail, fax, personal delivery or telex.
4. CONTRACT MANAGEMENT: The Contractor and the agents and employees of the Contractor, in the performance of this Agreement, shall act in an independent capacity and not as officers or employees or agents of the State of California. The Contractor may change the designated Project Director, but CalRecycle reserves the right to approve any substitution of the Project Director. Contractor’s key personnel may not be substituted without CalRecycle’s Contract Manager’s prior written approval. CalRecycle may change the Contract Manager by notice given to the Contractor at any time. CalRecycle staff will be permitted to work side by side with the Contractor’s staff to the extent and under conditions that may be directed by the Contract Manager. In this connection, CalRecycle’s staff will be given access to all required data, working papers, etc. The Contractor will not be permitted to utilize the CalRecycle’s staff for the performance of services, which are the responsibility of the Contractor unless the Contract Manager previously agreed to such utilization in writing, and any appropriate adjustment in price is made. No charge will be made to the Contractor for the services of CalRecycle’s staff for coordination or monitoring functions.
5. CONTRACTOR EVALUATIONS: CalRecycle will evaluate the Contractor’s performance within sixty days of the completion of this Agreement and shall remain on file by CalRecycle for a period of thirty-six months. If the Contractor does not satisfactorily perform the work or service specified in this Agreement, CalRecycle will submit a copy of the negative evaluation to the Department of General Services (DGS), Office of Legal Services, within five (5) working days of the completion of the evaluation. Upon filing an unsatisfactory evaluation with the DGS, CalRecycle shall notify and send a copy of the evaluation to the Contractor within fifteen days. The Contractor shall have thirty days to prepare and send a written response to CalRecycle and the DGS. CalRecycle and the DGS shall file the Contractor's statement with the evaluation.  (PCC § 10369). 
6. CONFIDENTIALITY/PUBLIC RECORDS: The Contractor and CalRecycle understand that each party may come into possession of information and/or data, which may be deemed confidential or proprietary by the person or organization furnishing the information or data. Such information or data may be subject to disclosure under the California Public Records Act, commencing with Government Code section 6250, or the PCC. CalRecycle agrees not to disclose such information or data furnished by Contractor and to maintain such information or data as confidential when so designated by Contractor in writing at the time it is furnished to CalRecycle, only to the extent that such information or data is exempt from disclosure under the California Public Records Act and the PCC.
7. CONFLICT-FUTURE BIDDING LIMITATION: Pursuant to Public Contracts Code Section 10365.5:
(a) No person, firm, or subsidiary therefore who has been awarded a consulting services contract may submit a bid for, nor be awarded a contract for, the provision of services, procurement of goods or supplies, or any other related action that is required, suggested, or otherwise deemed appropriate in the end product of the consulting services contract.
(b) Subdivision (a) does not apply to any person, firm, or subsidiary thereof who is awarded a subcontract of a consulting services contract that amounts to no more than ten (10) percent of the total monetary value of the consulting services contract. 
(c) Subdivisions (a) and (b) do not apply to consulting services contracts subject to Chapter 10 (commencing with Section 4525) of Division 5 of Title 1 of the Government Code.
8. CONSULTING SERVICES: If this Agreement is for consulting services, the Contractor is hereby advised of its duties, obligations and rights under PCC sections 10335 through 10381.
9. COPYRIGHTS AND TRADEMARKS: The Contractor shall assign to CalRecycle any and all rights, title and interests to any copyrightable material or trademarkable material created or developed in whole or in any Study as a result of this Agreement, including the right to register for copyright or trademark of such materials. The Contractor shall require that its Subcontractors agree that all such materials shall be the property of CalRecycle. Such title will include exclusive copyrights and trademarks in the name of CalRecycle.
For contracts of $5,000 or more, any document or written report prepared for or under the direction of CalRecycle, shall include a notation on the inside cover as follows:
“Prepared as Study of CalRecycle contract number DRR19070, Total Contract Amount $(TBD), pursuant to Government Code section 7550.”
10. DELIVERABLES: All documents and/or reports drafted for publication by or for CalRecycle in accordance with this contract shall adhere to CalRecycle’s Contractor Publications Guide at www.calrecycle.ca.gov/CONTRACTS/PubGuide/ and shall be reviewed by CalRecycle’s Contract Manager in consultation with CalRecycle editor.       
11. ENTIRE AGREEMENT: This Agreement supersedes all prior Agreements, oral or written, made with respect to the subject hereof and, together with the Attachments and/or Exhibits hereto, contains the entire Agreement of the parties.
12. ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE: In the performance of this Agreement, the Contractor shall conduct its programs, policies, and activities that substantially affect human health or the environment in a manner that ensures the fair treatment of people of all races, cultures, and income levels, including minority populations and low income populations of the State.  (Gov. Code, § 65040.12(e)).
13. FORCE MAJEURE: Neither CalRecycle nor the Contractor, including the Contractor's Subcontractor(s), if any, will be responsible hereunder for any delay, default or nonperformance of this Agreement, to the extent that such delay, default or nonperformance is caused by an act of God, weather, accident, labor strike, fire, explosion, riot, war, rebellion, sabotage, or flood, or any other cause beyond the reasonable control of such party.
14. GRATUITIES: CalRecycle may terminate this Agreement if gratuities were offered or given by the Contractor, or any agent or representative of the Contractor, to any employee of CalRecycle, with a view toward securing a contract or securing favorable treatment with respect to awarding or amending or making a determination with respect to performance of this Agreement.
15. IMPRACTICABILITY OF PERFORMANCE: This Agreement may be suspended or cancelled, without notice at the option of the Contractor, if the Contractor’s or CalRecycle premises or equipment is destroyed by fire or other catastrophe, or so substantially damaged that it is impractical to continue service or in the event the Contractor is unable to render service as a result of any action by any governmental authority.
16. INSURANCE: When required, the Contractor shall provide: 1) a Certificate of Insurance insuring CalRecycle, and/or 2) verification of Worker’s Compensation insurance. The Contractor shall provide said Certificate of Insurance and/or verification to CalRecycle within ten (10) days after notification of CalRecycle’s intent to award the Agreement. The Agreement will not be executed nor can work begin unless said Certificate of Insurance and/or verification is provided to CalRecycle.
The Certificate of Insurance shall be in effect and shall include the following terms and conditions:
(a) CalRecycle, its officers, agents, employees, and servants shall be included as additional insured.
(b) The dates of inception and expiration of coverage shall be specified.
(c) A minimum liability coverage of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage liability combined shall be specified. The coverage shall not include a deductible feature.
(d) The insurer will not cancel the insured’s coverage without thirty days prior written notice to CalRecycle.
(e) CalRecycle is not liable for the payment of premiums or assessments on said policy.
(f) The insurance coverage shall be on an occurrence basis only.
In the event the Certificate of Insurance should expire or be cancelled during the term of this Agreement, the Contractor agrees to provide, at least thirty days prior to said expiration or cancellation, a new Certificate of Insurance evidencing coverage, as provided for herein, for not less than one (1) year or for the remainder of the contractual Agreement, whichever is greater. In the event the Contractor fails to keep in effect at all times insurance coverage as herein provided, CalRecycle may, in addition to any other remedies it may have, terminate this Agreement upon occurrence of such event.
17. LIABILITY FOR NONCONFORMING WORK: The Contractor will be fully responsible for ensuring the completed work conforms to the agreed upon terms. If nonconformity is discovered prior to the Contractor’s deadline, the Contractor will be given a reasonable opportunity to cure the nonconformity. If the nonconformity is discovered after the deadline for the completion of the project, CalRecycle, in its sole discretion, may use any reasonable means to cure the nonconformity. The Contractor shall be responsible for reimbursing CalRecycle for any additional expenses incurred to cure such defects.
18. LICENSE OR PERMITS: The Contractor shall be an individual or firm licensed to do business in California and shall obtain at his/her expense all license(s) and permit(s) required by law for accomplishing any work required in connection with this Agreement.
In the event the Contractor fails to keep in effect at all times all required license(s) and permit(s), CalRecycle may, in addition to other remedies it may have, terminate this Agreement upon occurrence of such event.
19. ORDER OF PRECEDENCE: In the event of conflict or inconsistency between the articles, exhibits, attachments, specifications or provisions that constitute this Agreement, the following order of precedence shall apply: STD 213; GTC 04/2017 - General Terms and Conditions (incorporated by reference); Exhibit A – Scope of Work; Exhibit B – Budget Detail and Payment Provisions; Exhibit D – Special Terms and Conditions; Other exhibits in alphabetical order, beginning with E; Attachments in numerical order, beginning with 1.
20. OWNERSHIP OF DRAWINGS, PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS: CalRecycle will have separate and independent ownership of all drawings, design plans, specifications, notebooks, tracings, photographs, negatives, reports, findings, recommendations, data and memoranda of every description or any Study thereof, prepared under this Agreement. The originals and all copies thereof will be delivered to CalRecycle upon request. CalRecycle will have the full right to use said originals and copies in any manner when and where it may determine without any claim on the Study of the Contractor, its vendors or Subcontractors to additional compensation.
21. PATENTS: The Contractor assigns to CalRecycle all rights, title, and interest in and to each invention or discovery that may be capable of being patented, that is conceived of or first actually reduced to practice in the course of or under this Agreement.
22. PUBLICITY AND ACKNOWLEDGEMENT: The Contractor agrees that it will acknowledge CalRecycle’s support whenever projects funded, in whole or in part, by this Agreement are publicized in any news media, brochures, or other type of promotional material.
23. RECYCLED-CONTENT PRODUCT PURCHASING: In the performance of this Agreement, the Contractor shall purchase used and/or recycled-content products as set forth on the back of the Recycled-Content Certification Form (Exhibit D, Attachment 1). For assistance in locating recycled-content products, please search the recycled-content product database available at: www.calrecycle.ca.gov/rcpm . If after searching the database, Contractors are unable to find the recycled-content products they are looking for, please notify CalRecycle’s Contract Manager. All recycled content products purchased or charged/billed to CalRecycle that are printed upon such as promotional items, publications, written materials, and other educational brochures shall have both the total recycled content (TRC) and the post-consumer (PC) content clearly printed on them.
In addition, any written documents such as, publications, letters, brochures, and/or reports shall be printed double-sided on 100% post-consumer (PC) paper. Specific pages containing full-color photographs or other ink-intensive graphics may be printed on photographic paper. The paper should identify the post-consumer recycled content of the paper (i.e., “printed on 100% post-consumer paper”). When applicable, the Contractor shall provide the Contract Manager with an electronic copy of the document and/or report for CalRecycle’s uses. When appropriate, only an electronic copy of the document and/or report shall be submitted and no hard copy shall be provided.
24. REMEDIES: Unless otherwise expressly provided herein, the rights and remedies hereunder are in addition to, and not in limitation of, other rights and remedies under the Agreement, at law or in equity, and exercise of one right or remedy will not be deemed a waiver of any other right or remedy.
25. SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES: In the event of a dispute, the Contractor shall file a “Notice of Dispute” with CalRecycle’s Director or his/her designee with ten (10) days of discovery of the problem. Within ten (10) days, the Director or his/her designee shall meet with the Contractor and CalRecycle Project Manager for the purpose of solving the dispute.
26. STOP WORK NOTICE: Immediately, upon receiving a written notice to stop work, the Contractor shall cease all work under this Agreement.
27. SUBCONTRACTORS: All Subcontractors previously identified in the bid/proposal submitted are considered to be acceptable to CalRecycle. Any change or addition of Subcontractors will be subject to the prior written approval of the Contract Manager or the Director or his/her designee. Upon termination of any Subcontract, the Contractor shall notify the Contract Manager or the Executive Director immediately. If CalRecycle or the Contractor determines that the level of expertise or the services required are beyond that provided by the Contractor or its routine Subcontractors, The Contractor will be required to employ additional Subcontractors. Nothing contained in this Agreement or otherwise, shall create any contractual relation between CalRecycle and any Subcontractors, and no Subcontract shall relieve the Contractor of its responsibilities and obligations hereunder. The Contractor agrees to be as fully responsible to CalRecycle for the acts and omissions of its Subcontractors and of persons either directly or indirectly employed by any of them as it is for the acts and omissions of persons directly employed by the Contractor. The Contractor's obligation to pay its Subcontractors is an independent obligation from CalRecycle obligation to make payments to the Contractor. As a result, CalRecycle shall have no obligation to pay or to enforce the payment of any moneys to any Subcontractor.
28. SUCCESSORS: The provisions of this Agreement will be binding upon and inure to the benefit of CalRecycle, the Contractor, and their respective successors.
29. TERMINATION: CalRecycle shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at its sole discretion at any time upon thirty days written notice given to the Contractor. In the case of early termination, a final payment will be made to the Contractor upon approval by the Contract Manager of a financial report, invoices for costs incurred to date of termination and a written report describing all work performed by the Contractor to date of termination.
30. UNRELIABLE LIST: Prior to authorizing a Subcontractor(s) to commence work under this Agreement, the Contractor shall submit to CalRecycle a declaration from the Subcontractor(s), signed under penalty of perjury, stating that within the preceding three years, none of the events listed in Section 17050 of Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Natural Resources, Division 7, have occurred with respect to the Subcontractor(s).
Placement of Contractor on CalRecycle Unreliable List anytime after award of this Agreement may be grounds for termination of Agreement. If a Subcontractor is placed on CalRecycle Unreliable List after award of this Agreement, the Contractor may be required to terminate the Subcontract.
31. WASTE REDUCTION: In the performance of this Agreement, the Contractor shall take all reasonable steps to ensure that materials purchased or consumed in the course of the project are utilized both effectively and efficiently to minimize the generation of waste. The steps should include, but not necessarily be limited to, the use of reusable products, the use of recyclable and compostable products, discretion in the amount of materials used, the provision of alternatives to disposal for materials consumed, and the practice of other waste reduction measures where feasible and appropriate.
