PROCESSING FEE RATE CHANGES FOR 2018

Effective January 1, 2018, the California Department of Resources Recycling and

Recovery (CalRecycle) will implement new processing fee rates.

NEW MANDATE FOR BEVERAGE MANUFACTURERS

Pursuant to Public Resources Code Section 14549.3, as amended by Chapter 861
Statutes of 2016 (AB2530), a manufacturer of a beverage in plastic container subject to
the California Redemption Value (CRYV) is required to report to CalRecycle under
penalty of perjury, the amount of virgin plastic and postconsumer recycled plastic used
during the previous calendar year on or before March 1, 2018, and annually thereafter.

In early 2018, a reminder notice will be sent to beverage manufacturers who are
required to submit this recycled plastic report. For questions related to the new reporting
requirement, please contact the Market Information Section at (916) 323-5878 or
Marketinformation@ CalRecycle.ca.gov .
