Local Government Waste Tire Enforcement (TEA) Collaborative Grant:
Non-Lead Participant Resolution

Requirements
The Resolution must:
1. Authorize the Lead Participant to submit a Collaborative application as Lead Participant on behalf of the Non-Lead Participant for the Local Government Waste Tire Enforcement Grant Program.
2. Authorize the Lead Participant to perform enforcement/compliance and surveillance activities of entities involved with the waste tire industry in the Non-Lead Participant’s jurisdiction.
3. State that the Non-Lead Participant will not perform enforcement/compliance and surveillance activities in its own jurisdiction.
4. Authorize the Lead Participant to execute all documents necessary to implement the Grant.
5. Identify the time period during which the authorizations are valid. The minimum duration is the grant term, and the maximum duration is five years from the date of adoption. If the Resolution expires during the application period or the grant term, CalRecycle will require a new valid resolution.
6. Be certified by the governing body.

Whereas, Public Resources Code sections 42872, 42873, and 42889(b)(5) authorize the Department of Resources Recycling and Recovery (CalRecycle) to administer the Local Government Waste Tire Enforcement Grant Program; and

Whereas, in furtherance of this authority, CalRecycle is required to establish procedures governing the application, awarding, and management of the Local Government Waste Tire Enforcement Grant Program; and

Whereas, funds are allocated and available from CalRecycle for grants to cities, counties, and cities and counties with regulatory authority within the city and county government to perform enforcement/compliance and surveillance activities of entities and/or individuals involved with the waste tire industry; and

Whereas, procedures established by the state and CalRecycle require each Applicant’s governing body to certify by resolution its approval of the submittal of grant application to CalRecycle; and
