Re: CalRecycle’s Completeness Review of Circular CRV Association’s Q4 2025
Quarterly Report

Dear Mr. Phillips,

The Department of Resources Recycling and Recovery (CalRecycle) received Circular
CRYV Association’s Quarterly Report for the fourth quarter of 2025 (Quarterly Report) on
January 21, 2026. Pursuant to Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations (14 CCR),
section 2381(a)(2), Circular CRV Association is required to submit its Quarterly Report
no later than the 10th day after the quarterly reporting period ends (by January 10,
2026). CalRecycle is required to notify Circular CRV Association if the Quarterly Report
is incomplete and identify the missing information within 30 days of receipt (by February
20, 2026) pursuant to 14 CCR section 2381(d)(2).

Staff reviewed the Quarterly Report for completeness pursuant to the requirements in
14 CCR section 2381 and found the Quarterly Report incomplete. The following
requirements were found to be incomplete, and the missing information is identified
below.

Pursuant to 14 CCR section 2381(b)(1)(C), Quarterly Reports shall include the total
weight or count by material type of all material received for which no refund value was
paid to a consumer, broken down by an explanation of why the material was deemed
ineligible for payment to a consumer, for each calendar month. This information was not
included in the Quarterly Report. This information must be reported, even if no material
was accepted for which no refund value was paid.

Additionally, pursuant to 14 CCR section 2381(c)(4) and 2375.6(d), Quarterly Reports
shall include a description of how the dealer cooperative achieved each performance
standard. While the Quarterly Report includes data related to each performance
standard, it did not describe how Circular CRV Association achieved or did not achieve
each performance standard.
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Lastly, Circular CRV Association provided conflicting information regarding the total
number of beverages in beverage containers cumulatively sold by dealer members of
the dealer cooperative into each unserved convenience zone in which any of the dealer
members operate pursuant to 14 CCR section 2381(c)(3). Specifically, the Redemption
Reporting (Mobile) and Operational Reporting tables (pages 4, 5, and 16) identify the
total number of containers sold as 263,521 units, while the Capacity and Redemption
Analysis table (page 15) specifies sales of 721,702 units. To meet the requirements of
14 CCR section 2381(c)(3), please clarify the cumulative number of beverages sold by
dealer members into each zone in which the dealer members operated during the
October 15t to December 318t quarter.

Pursuant to 14 CCR section 2381(d)(3), Circular CRV Association must submit the
missing information to CalRecycle within 30 days of this notice date.
